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UPGRADING TECHNOLOGY IN THE COLLEGE 

 
We have been able to upgrade of our computer facilities both for the students and the faculty, and also acquire state-of-the art audio-visual teaching aids.  Students lab in the college has been upgraded with 14 Nos. high speed 3 GHz computers with sufficient memory and supporting soft wares.
